Because of their shared enthusiasm for contemporary music, the duo has dedicated themselves to the performance and recording of works from the 20th and 21st centuries. They have given world-premiere performances of music by notable living composers including Matthew Heap, Robert Morris, Lawrence Moss, James Romig, and David Vayo.
